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Press release – The Mighty Mouse
The Danish/Norwegian piano trio The Mighty Mouse has for years constituted the backbone of several musical settings and toured Denmark, Finland, Estonia and Germany  with Pauliina Pohjolainen Quintet and Maria Faust Group as well as entertained a coorporation with the Norwegian saxophone giant Petter Wettre with whom they have played more than 20 concerts in Denmark and Germany. Not untill now, though, have the trio started to explore a repertoire og original compositions based on a highly developed interplay that is not afraid of taking the trio format to the extreme.  
The character of the music is transparent and build on melodic and rhythmical sketches as a basis for open improvisation. The great freedom and the responsibility that follows with this form of music is evident for the musicians as well as the audience and result in an honest artform that does not seduce the listener with cheap tricks but instead focus on the immediate process of creation.  
The Mighty Mouse consists of Morten Pedersen (DK), piano; Adam Pultz Melbye (DK), double bass and Håkon Berre (NO), trommer. All three are diploma students from the Conservatory of Music and Communication in esbjerg in 2007 and have each played with a number of Names on the European Jazz Scene, such as: Thommy Andersson, Benjamin Koppel, Jacob Fischer, Niels Præstholm, Petter Wettre, Peter Brötzmann and Stephan Meinberg.
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His (Morten Pedersen) exquisitely controlled touch reveals that he must have a classical schooling and the mere expression of his playing is capable of catching the attention. The decisive part, though, is the substance of what else he has to offer and that  travels in several directions. Generally, Pedersen is moving in a border zone between tonality and atonality in a style that shifts between a clearly defined and a free rhtythmic pulse and is not tied to any set structures.

The two best tracks on the cd is the moody “Sneaky” and “Incommunicado” in splendid communication with the drummer Håkon Berre.
