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Press Release – Trio CrEePy
Trio CrEePy is a Finnish/Danish/Norwegian trio consisting of Joakim Berghäll (Fin), saxophones, Adam Pultz Melbye (DK), Double Bass and Håkon Berre (No), drums. After having met each other at the Conservatory of Music and Communication in Esbjerg, Denmark in 2002 the band was formed in 2004 and has since then toured Finland, Denmark, Germany and Sweden and performed at the jazz festivals in Copenhagen and Ribe. 
The music of Trio CrEePy combines free improvisation and avantgarde with original compositions. Through many concerts the band has developed a unified sound where the combination of composition and improvisation creates a whole that break down the traditional role of each instruments in order to create an equal musical setting.
The members of the band are known from collaborations with Peter Brötzmann, John Pelosi, Jesper Zeuthen, UMO, Pierre Dørge´s New Jungle Orchestra and Petter Wettre, to name a few.
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In June 2007 the trio’s debut album ”Adventurous Instrumental Music” (BFREC003) arrived in stores.
